Math and Measuring: Geometry

In early childhood, young children learn to identify shapes and their attributes and solve
mathematical situations using shapes. Infanats and toddlers begin this work by
exploring how differently shaped objects fit (or do not fit) together by manipulating toys
as stacking cups.
